Lucknow (PNS): With the objective of address-
ing the grievances of entrepreneurs of India and
abroad, the Uttar Pradesh government is
appointing ‘Udyami Mitras. After completion
of the selection process, the result of 105
‘Udyami Mitras’ has been released and uploaded
on the website (invest.up.gov.in). It can be
downloaded by clicking on the ‘Udyami Mitra’
section.

The ‘Udyami Mitras’ have been selected on
the basis of a written test and interviews. Soon,
all the 105 ‘Udyami Mitras’ will be given

appointments in the Invest UP office and head-
quarters. It is noteworthy that the UP govern-
ment is in the process of implementing the MoU
worth Rs 35 lakh crore signed during the UP
Global Investors’ Summit held earlier this year.
‘Udyami Mitras’ are being recruited to assist the
entrepreneurs.

The process of appointment has been
completed by Invest UP, the nodal organisation
under the department of Infrastructure and
Industrial Development.

After verification of the applications

received by the screening committee of senior
officers, a written examination was conducted
for entrepreneurs. The results were declared on
April 16 and 350 candidates were selected. At
the same time, the process of interviews for the
selected candidates was started from April 18
and it continued till May 8.

An SOP was also made for the interview
and computer test. Candidates thrice the num-
ber of vacancies were called for the interview.
Twenty-five marks were fixed for the interview
and 10 for the computer test. On the other hand,

computer test papers were prepared by presti-
gious educational institutions of the state like
IIT-Kanpur, IIM-Lucknow and AKTU.

The SOP was assessed in the interview. All
the educational and experience certificates were
presented in original by the candidates at the
time of interview.

A large number of applications had applied
for the post of ‘Udyami Mitra. As per the pre-
scribed merit, the candidates were selected for
the written test. A total of 105 ‘Udyami Mitras’
were selected under the scheme.

izens.

Hemlata Diwakar defeated
the BSP candidate with a margin
of over 1.88 lakh votes while
Kanpur’s Pramila Pandey won the
electoral battle with a margin of

over 1.77 lakh votes.

Shahjahanpur’s Archana and
Firozabad’s Kamini Rathore won
by 30,000 and 26000 votes respec-
tively.

The Bharatiya Janata Party
has achieved success in winning
88 out of 198 seats for municipal
council president, out of which 44
seats have been secured by female
candidates.

It includes one each from
Amethi, Amroha, Unnao,
Kannauj, Kushinagar, Kanpur
Dehat, Kasganj, Kaushambi,
Ghazipur, Gonda, Noida, Jalaun,
Jaunpur, Jhansi, Deoria, Fatehpur,

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Saharanpur, Prayagraj, Aligarh,
Shahjahanpur, Ghaziabad, Agra, Kanpur,
Gorakhpur, Firozabad and Meerut. It also
won 813 of the 1,420 corporator seats
while the opposition Samajwadi Party
bagged 191 and Bahujan Samaj Party 85.

According to the State Election
Commission, the BJP won 191 (35.11%)
of the 544 posts of Nagar Panchayat
chairpersons while Independent candi-
dates 195 (35.85%).

The Samajwadi Party won 78 posts
while the Bahujan Samaj Party clinched
victories in 37. The Congress won 14
seats.

Independent candidates asserted
themselves on the Nagar Panchayat
members’ seats as well, winning 4,824 of
the 7,177 (67.21%) available.

The BJP won 1,403 seats, followed by
the Samajwadi Party with 485 and
Bahujan Samaj Party 215. The Congress
bagged 77 seats and Rashtriya Lok Dal
won 38.

The urban local body elections were
held in two phases on May 4 and 11 to
elect 17 mayors and 1,401 corporators.
As many as 19 corporators were elected
unopposed, the commission had said.

Voting was also held to elect 198
chairpersons and 5,260 members of

Samajwadi Party president Akhilesh
Yadav alleged that the BJP govern-
ment has politicised bureaucracy in the
state. He further alleged that a large num-
ber of bureaucrats have turned into BJP
cadre and worked to benefit the ruling
party by interfering in the vote counting
process and manipulating the voter list.

The SP president said that the chief
development officers and other officers
in several districts and Manipuri changed
the poll results and the defeated candi-
dates were declared elected.

Mainpuri is the Lok Sabha con-
stituency of Dimple Yadav, wife of
Akhilesh Yadav. He said the government
should take cognisance of the nonpar-
tisan conduct of bureaucrats and place
such officers under suspension. He
added that the SP would provide the list
of such officers along with their pho-
tographs.

Akhilesh, who is also the leader of
opposition in UP assembly, said that the
BJP “lost miserably in seats located just
outside city limits despite adopting
every trick” in the Uttar Pradesh urban
local body elections.

Woman sets self
afire, critical

In a tragic incident, a 31-year-old woman set
herself on fire in Shahjahanpur district after
her parents were taken to police station fol-
lowing a tiff with neighbours over civic body
poll results.

As per reports, the womans brother
filmed the incident instead of rescuing her.
She is said to be battling for her life in a hos-
pital. The victim, identified as Saroj Yadav,
poured petrol over her body and set herself
ablaze on Sunday evening. A CCTV footage
showed that brother Sanjeev filmed the inci-
dent while Saroj was engulfed in flames. The
woman sustained severe burns and her con-
dition was said to be critical.

The incident took place after neighbour
Pawan Gupta’s wife was elected as a council-
lor. Saroj alleged that she was threatened by
Pawan, who was trying to throw his power
after his wife’s victory in the civic polls.

Earlier on Sunday, Saroj’s mother Urmila
had an argument with Pawan, who then
informed police.

“When police took my husband and me
to the police station, my daughter got upset
and tried to kill herself,” Urmila said. Senior
Superintendent of Police (SSP), Shahjahanpur,
S Anand said that the victim, as per the doc-
tors, suffered burns from neck to waist and
her condition was critical.

“We found that petrol was taken out from
the bike by the victim’s brother who filmed
the incident. We have also recovered a CCTV
footage which shows that Sanjeev was putting
pressure on his sister to take the extreme step.
We are investigating the role of Pawan Gupta
in the incident and will take necessary
action,” Anand said.

A senior police officer said that the vic-
timy’s brother and his cousins might have tried
to use their sister to frame the other side in
the matter. “We are investigating all the aspects
of this case and action will be taken once a
complaint is filed,” the officer said.

The Yogi Adityanath government
has started the application process
for admissions to the Uttar Pradesh
State Institute of Forensic Sciences
(UPSIFES) in Sarojini Nagar here for
the academic session 2023-24.

The institute will enable youths to
become forensic experts.

It is worth mentioning here that
the Uttar Pradesh government is
engaged in creating new employment
opportunities for the youth of the
state. Students studying from this
institute will not only become experts
in subjects like forensic science, but
with their help, the state government
will also be able to timely complete the
investigation of criminal cases
through a scientific method.

It will also ensure prompt dispos-
al of criminal cases with culprits fac-
ing punishment for their crimes. The
culprits will no longer be acquitted for
lack of evidence. The Yogi govern-
ment has also kept the fees reasonably
low so that economically weak youths
can also get admission to this course.

Candidates can apply till May 22.
The academic session will start in the
first forensic institute of the state from
the middle of July.

Five courses related to forensics
are being started in the institute, to
which a total of 160 students are being
admitted. The fees for all these cours-
es have been kept very affordable at
Rs 12,000 per semester. At the same
time, the application fee has been kept
at Rs 500 for general, Other Backward
Classes and Rs 250 for Scheduled
Caste, Scheduled Tribe and econom-
ically weaker section category.

UPSIES Director, ADG Dr GK

Goswami said, “At present five cours-
es related to forensics, BSc/MSc
Forensic Science, PG Diploma in
Forensic Document Examination,
PG Diploma in Cyber Security, PG
Diploma in DNA Forensic and PG
Diploma in Forensic Ballistics and
Explosives, are being run. BSc/MSc
Forensic Science is a five-year course
while all the four diploma courses are
of one year each;’

As many as 40 students will be
able to get admission in the BSc/MSc
Forensic Science course, while 30 stu-
dents each will get admission in the
remaining four diploma courses.

He added that in the coming time
seats in all the courses will be
increased and new courses will be
introduced as per the demand.

At the same time, it is
necessary to have 50 per cent marks
for general, OBC, EWS category can-
didates, and 45 per cent marks for
SC/ST and PWD category candidates.
